Don’t stop reading, take the plunge and enter, it is fun 

because we do not take this seriously and life is supposed 

to be enjoyed!   

 

Our schedules have lots of choice, whether you are green 

fingered, a budding Delia Smith or Jamie Oliver, or 

someone who enjoys wine or who is good with their 

hands.  There IS a class for everyone. 

 

Firstly, read the schedule and choose a class or classes, 

then please read the rules and regulations; they look 

boring but can mean the difference between entering and 

unfortunately being disqualified by the judges!  I know I 

have done it myself and its really annoying, so are so 

cross with yourself. 

 

Entries can be made by completing the form at the back 

of the schedule and then putting it in the boxes which can 

be found in the Post Office in Stalham or at Sutton 

Hardware in The Street at Sutton.  The boxes are 

available for entries 9 days before the show date.  If this 

is going to cause a problem then please contact the Show 

Secretary – my details are at the end of this article.  

Please do not put money in the boxes, pay when you 

come to put your entry in the Poppy Centre (see the 

Treasurers Desk). 



 

Exhibits can be brought to the show either on the Friday 

evening (the day before the show) from 6.00pm until 

7.30pm or on show day from 7.30am until 10.45am.  If 

you are unsure what to do then please ask a Committee 

Member for help and advice.  We will be happy to do.  

You will be able to see how you got on from 2.00pm 

onwards; this is when the show opens to the public. 

 

Please note that if you DO NOT WISH YOUR 

EXHIBIT TO BE SOLD AT THE END OF THE 

SHOW, then please put a red sticky dot on it in a 

prominent position.  These can be obtained free of 

charge from the Show Secretary’s Desk. 

 

Money prizes are awarded for Most Points gained in a 

Section and Most Points gained in the whole show and 

runner up (adult classes).  For children it is Most Points 

in section (1st, 2nd and 3rd places).  These certificates and 

money prizes are presented at the end of the show.  Once 

this has been done you can remove your exhibits whilst 

the sale of produce and raffle takes place.
